Horticultural Contribution and Gift Aid
A Horticultural Contribution of £30 is payable annually by all members over the age of 25, commencing the year following completed membership.  This is to defray, in part, the expenses of the service provided to Craftsmen and to enable the Incorporation to enhance its charitable activities.  Please note that the bank details for the Horticultural Contribution are different to those for membership applications.
Individuals who pay UK income and/or Capital Gains Tax can give additional support to the Incorporation, at no cost to themselves, by enabling the Incorporation to reclaim tax on the amount of their entry money and horticultural contributions in subsequent years.  This is provided the UK tax paid exceeds the amount given to the Incorporation.
